Can this be Atlantida?...
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Atlantida is one legendary island or continent which is first mentioned by
Plato in some of his writings.

In Plato” s writings Atlantida was a naval power located opposite Hercules” s
Columns, which conquered many parts of western Europe and Africa 9000
years before Solon”s era (approximately 9600 years b.C.). After a failed
attempt to conquer Athens, Atlantida sank into the Ocean over a single day
and night.

Some researchers refer that Plato created the legend using memories of
ancient events such as Thera’ s eruption or the Troyan War.

Others argue that Plato inspired himself in contemporary events such as the
destruction of Helik in 373 b. C. or the failed invasion of Sicily by Athens
from 415 b. Cto 413 b. C.

A sportive fisherman from the Azores, who happens to be a
vet, made some underwater readings and has found what
he claims to be a big pyramid right in the very bottom of the
ocean between the islands of Terceira and Sao Miguel, in
the Azores, near D. Joao de Castro shore.

This finding is seen by some as a sign of the lost Atlantida.
The pyramid is 60 m tall and 8000 m2 . The tip of the
pyramid is around 40m deep.
